Installation Instructions

System Requirements:

The server which will host the UHT application should be pre-installed with the following software:


Tomcat 4.1.18

MySQL 3.23 or a similar relational database (the database creation script provided currently only works for mySQL)


Java J2SDK 1.4

Ant

To install:

Extract the UHT zip file to your hard drive. This will create a UHT folder in the directory of your choice.

Create the database by using the following command at the mysql command line:

>source z:\path\createdb.txt

where  z:\path\ is the path to the location of the file. See below for the database and table definitions.

To configure:

In order to allow the UHT tool to use SmartLinks it must be configured to communicate with its own UHT database and an instance of the Angel Resource Manager.

All configuration parameters are stored as context parameters stored within the web.xml file for the application.

The configuration of the UHT database is determined by the parameters 

dbdriver – the JDBC driver used to connect to the database

dbconnection – the location of the database (this shouldn’t need altering)

The configuration for the resource manager is determined by the parameters:

rmhost  - the host name of the resource manager server

rmport – the port on which the RM service is accessed.

To change the parameters, access the web.xml file in the UHT/web/ folder as shown below and alter the param-value elements as required.

To build:

In the build file (build.xml located in the UHT folder) alter the:


<property name="catalina.home" value="Z:\tomcatXXXX" />

element to point to the your Tomcat installation directory.

Run the build file using the Ant build tool by entering the following command at the command line:

Z:\uht> ant  build.xml

Where z:\uht is the path to the UHT folder.

This will copy all of the required files into the Tomcat webapps folder.

To run:

Simply start Tomcat and point your browser to:


http://yourserver:yourport/universalht2
(changing the path to the application as required.)

Using the UHT tool

Loggin in or creating a new user:

The first page of the system allows the user to login (if they have already got a password) or choose to create a new user id (if they have not logged in before).
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The ‘Create User’ page allows a new user to create identification:
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They must enter a username, email address, and the same password twice. 

Creating the first  ReadingList:

The ‘New ReadingList’ page then allows the user to create their first reading list. They must enter a title, and a description of the list.
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Once the list has been created the user needs to load the harvesting tool into their browser.

The next screen shows a picture demonstration of how this is performed:
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The link in the middle of the page is simply dragged onto the ‘Links’ area of the toolbar.

N.B. This Harvesting tool works will all of the major browsers in their latest versions: IE6, Netscape7.0 and Mozilla 1.3.1

The user may then click on the link at the bottom of the screen to view the empty list they have created:
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The screen (shown above) lists all ReadingLists belonging to the user. They have the options to create other ReadingLists or to log out of the system.

Creating Subsequent Reading Lists:

To create another rreading list the user clicks the ‘Create a new List’ link at the bottom of the screen.

When the first list is created it is automatically set active (i.e. ready to accept entries). This is shown by the fact that the list is highlighted in yellow and the value in the Status column reads ‘Active’. 

When subsequent lists are created they are set to inactive. Inactive  ReadingLists can be activated by clicking on the ‘Activate’ link in the Status column.

Only a single list can be active at any one time.

Viewing a Reading List:

To view a ReadingList (in HTML format) the user must click on the title of the list.
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Below are shown all of the reading lists you have created. The reading list that is active (L. ready to accept entries) is shown in
yellow

Toview a list simply click on its Title.

To make a list active, click on the ‘Activate’ button in the status column. The active list will be where resources are stored when
entered

To view a list in ReadingListML format, click on the XML button

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Editing a ReadingList:

Entries within the list may be edited by clicking on the ‘Edit’ link next to the appropriate entry.

The user may change the Title of the entry and also add comments.

Adding entries to the Active ReadingList:

To add an entry to the list the user must browse to the required resource and click on the ‘Create UHT Record’ link in the Links section of their browser (i.e. the link that was added earlier).

The list is then automatically displayed with the new addition shown at the bottom.

Until the user logs out it is possible for entries to be added at anytime using the above process. It is even possible to reference hard copies of books within the library catalogue by adding a link at the appropriate stage.

This is shown in the slides below:
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Clicking on the ‘Create UHT Record’ link adds the following link to the ReadingList:
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Below are shown all of the URL entries for the reading list
In order to alter details of any entry (itle comments) simply click on the Edit’button
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To access the page the user now simply clicks on the link within the ReadingList and is automatically redirected to the resource.
